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FROM THE RECTOR'S STUDY

"For everything in Heaven and on Earth is
Yours

All chings come from you

and of your own do we give you."

These words spoken by King David, the first
King of Israel, during the dedication festival
in Jerusalem, form a fitting theme for Harvest
Thanksgiving. The roots of such Thanksgiving
are to be found in the origins of Man's
relationship with God. In the book of



Genesis, we read of Cain and Abel bringiag an

offering to ©Ged, each appropriate to This
calling. Cazin, the farmer, brought fruit and
vegetablies. Abel, the shepherd, brought the

best animals from his flock. So the biblie
teaches that Man is to be the caretaker, the
steward, of =211 that God provides, and that
theme runs consistently throughout the
scriptures, both 0ld and New Testaments,

The gifts of creation, their creation, and
their replenishment do not belong to us.
Harvest reminds us that though we may have the
use of these gifts they are ultimately not
ours., Ownership of them belongs to god alcne.
Such a view, in today's world, may seem an odd
one, at variance with the pressure to have,
and to own, which dominates much of cur
thinking. But it demands our attention.

To be a caretaker 1is to admit that the

‘property' over which one has care, is worthy
of care. God wants us to be responsible in
the way which we live is fundamentally a good
one; the Church is not the sole recipient of

God's love, ner a lasting protection from a
naughty, fallen world. Harvest is a statement
to the world that it 1is the creation of a
loving, <caring, God, whose purposes are good
even though we have fallen short of them; who
loves us when we cannot love ourselves; who
forgives wus and heals us despite the violence
and misuse with which we so easily treat his
world. Evil there certainly is, but evil can
only be overcome with good. ©So we are to be
the caretakers of God's world, to cherish
every sign of his goodness and enable others
to share in our thanksgiving. We give back to
him, only what we have received from him, and
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that means being prepared to share our

richness with others. But more of that, next

month. In the meantime, let me end with a
prayer written by Christian Aid for Harvest.

Creator God, we thank you for the gifts of
the earth

We thank you for trees and flowers

for fruit and vegetables

for the sun, rain and soil.

Help us remember that we do not own these
gifts.

Help wus remember that they are for all
people,

everywhere and at all times.

Keep us from a positive attitude.

Keep us from thinking that those who have
much

are more important than those who have
little.

May we always be willing to share what you
have given us.

LETTER FROM THE ARCHBISHOPS OF

CANTERBURY AND YORK

Church Urban Fund

We want to tell you now that we will be
launching the publie appeal for the Church
Urban Fund on Wednesday, 20th April 1988.
Some detailed information about the aims and
opeations of the fund has been circulated to
dioceses, and further material will Dbe
provided in the coming months.

The Church Urban Fund is a central part of the
Church's response to 'Faith in the City'. It
will be a vital means of strengthening its
mission in our most deprived urban areas. We
are called to offer fresh hope, purposed and
opportunities to many who often feel excluded
from society (including the Church) and unable
to influence their own lives.

The Church can do this because it is already
present in these areas, through the hard and
costly work of priests and congregations. We
need now to support and strengthen them. The
Church Urban Fund will provide an opportunity
for the whole church to demonstrate its
commitment to them. It is a question of all
together sharing in a witness to the love of
Christ for everyone in our society.

We need to raise through the public campaign a
capital sum to provide at least £1 million a
year. The target for this is £18 million. It
is a daunting sum, yet small in comparison
with the need.



In total the aim of the Church Urban Fund is
that £4 million a year should be spent on
church-related projects in urban areas. £l
million a year will come from the Church
Commissioners, subject to Parliamentary
approval. There will be other substantial
sums from companies, trusts and foundations,
and a local contribution will be required for
all projects.

At the start of the campaign we shall be
issuing a pastoral letter to be read from
every pulpit on Sunday, 24th April 1988 - the
first Sunday after the launch. It will need
to initiate two years of hard work if we are
to raise the sum we seek.

Each diocese, wunder the leadership of its
Bishop, has been asked to establish in its
part of the <country the specific means to
stimulate and encourage giving for the Church
Urban Fund, and this will be supported by a
national campaign office,. The positive
response of parishes will be essential in this
task.,

Who's Who Around Ecton 2: Andrew Currah

"..from the banks of the Nile to the banks of
the Nene™

That was a title suggested <to me by &z
parishioner when she heard that I had been
asked to compile the second in the "Who's Who"
series for the magazine. TFor I come to Ecton

having spent mnuch of last year im Southern
Sudan, living and working with Christians in
that land. but - it is in mwuch ' colder
surroundings that 1 begin my story.

I was born in Southampton Vicarage inm Devizes,
Wiltshire, at that onset of a freezing winter
in December 1962. My father was the vicar of
St James' Southbroom until 1969, when we wmovad
to West Dorset and back to my <father's
birthplace, 3Bridport. From an early ag=s, my
brothers (Mark and Paul), and I, sang in the
choir at St Mary's Bridport, where cur parents
jointly hold the position of choirmaster. It
was this early commitment to the life of a
church, and the ease and security co¢f a
Christian home, that encouraged an awareness

of my faith and calling.

I was educated at the Comprehensive School in
Bridport, and after successfully tackling some
examinations for a second time, proceeded cto
St Chad's College in the University of Durhanm,
I graduated in the summer of 1985 with a
degree in Natural Sciences of which
Mathematics formed a 1large parc. The three
years at S5t Chad's College  saw a further
exploration of my faith, and .developed in me
an appreciation of the richness of ritual,
liturgy and music in worship. Set in
beautiful surroundings, the years of learning
at Durham wer2 both happy and interesting.

It was duvring the Christmas vacation of my
final year that the idea of some time in the
Sudan began to take shape., My home Dioccese
(of Salisbury) has strong personal and
prayerful links with the Episcopal Church of
the Sudan, and it was through this link that
my vear in Airica came about. I spent the six

months immediately after graduation in a
factory in Bridport, earning the cash
necessary for my year abroad, and learning too
about the needs, hopes and motivations of a
large local workforce. I left West Dorset in
the grip of snow in February last year, and
began my long journey to the Sudan.

I was assigned to teach English at the
Theological College of the Episcopal Church,
at a small village called Mundri in Southern
Sudan. It was here that I came to know and
love many Sudanese Christians; they opened
their homes and lives to me, and in returm I
offered wmy ‘life and my 1love. The twelve
months that I spent at Mundri have had a
profound effect on mwmy 1life, and it is my
strong desire to return to the Sudan in the
future. "Loving and being loved" is how it
can best be expressed. Despite the hardships
and suffering 4in a country torn by war for
four years, and probably because of them, the
Sudanese retain a remarkable spirit and faith.
I will never forget their humility and good
cheer in all things, and their kindness to me.

And so to Ecton, During a restless and quite
difficult time of readjustment to 1life in
England, I saw the need for & firm base from
which to work out the longer—-term future. The
position at Ecton House will, I think, provide
that base, and at the same time give me
valuable experience as I involve myself in the
life of the community here. I have already
found a2 warm welcome from you: from staff at
the House, from members of the Parish, the
people of the two pubs and the cricket club.
Alas, Ecton no longer boasts a football team,
but I have been warmly welcomed by the club at
neighbouring Earls Barton! Thank you all for

your open friendship, and for making Ecton a
homz so quickly, Something of what is, for
m2, 2 Sudanese spirit, is here too,

At the beginning of my time here, it is my
hepe and prayer that I will come to know and
love many of you; that I can adequately meet
the needs of, and serve the pecple cf, the
House and Parish, in my capacity Assistant

Warden; and through all of these things,
gliaps: some more of the excellence of God,
and His will for me.

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AUTUMN IN THE GARDEN

Now is the time for a good tidy-up in the

garden. Herbaceous plants need cutting back
and dividing where necessary. Cuttings can be
taken of roses. Heathers can be planted or

divided <this month and a good tip after they
have flowered is to trim back with the shears
and sprinkle over good handsfull of peat
gently shaking down through the plants,
Spring bedding plants should be planted now
and flowering ©bulbs. To encourage lots of
flowers on winter jasmine tie back to fence or
wall securely and after flowering in the
Spring prune back really hard keeping it
trimmed all Summer. Rambler roses should be
pruned now too.

If you are thinking of planting a tree or
hedging now is the time to do so while the
ground is still warm, particularly fruit
trees. October is a good month for starting a
herb garden and it is ideally sited near the
kitchen door for nipping out and snipping just
a sprigg of something. Melt holes in plastic
icecream containers, fill with garden soil and
sink them in the herb bed. This method
enables you to grow a collection of assorted
herbs particularly mint, while keeping them
from spreading through each other. To grow
good garlic the <cloves should be planted in
late Summer/early Autumn in really deep soil,
do not plant in Spring.

This is the storing month - carrots, potatoes,
oinions, etc. After 1lifting carrots it is
very handy to put some in a hessian type sack
and clamp them near the garden path so that
they are easily accessable during the Winter

months. Apples ready for picking should only
need a gentle twist otherwise they are not
ripe. The ideal temperature for storage is
32°F with 80-90 per cent humidity. The newly
picked apple harvest really does need a cool
rooe for storage to prolong the life of the
Crop.
These are just a few of the 101 jobs that need
to be done by the end of the seasorn, so ls=t us
hope £for a golden October to enjoy scme time
in the garden.
OCTOBER DIARY
