Rector’s Letter
August 2021

"For I know the plans I have for you, declares the Lord, plans to prosper you and
not harm you, plans to give you hope and a future" Jeremiah 29:11

The above Bible verse is one of my go to verses when I am looking to make future
plans.
For all of us making plans since the pandemic has become very difficult. We must
be prepared to change what we hope to do at a moment’s notice, depending among
other things, on government guidance and the dreaded “ping” from Track and
Trace.

That said, as the vaccine has continued to be rolled out and Regulations relaxed,
many of us are tentatively making plans, even if it is only as far into the future as
next week!

In our benefice we have recently put in place a new draft pattern of worship. The
services taking place in Ecton can be found in the Magazine and all the services
across the three churches are on the Church gates and website.

Taking into account the current Covid situation and following Church of England
guidance, we, as a church, have decided to proceed with caution and ask everyone
coming into church for a service to continue to wear face coverings and to respect
other people’s personal pace. Chairs will be available for distanced seating for those
who want it.

There will be no need for people to book a place anymore but, as good practice, we
will keep a temporary list of those attending services.
From 1st August we will sing one hymn at the end of the service after the final
Blessing. This will give those who do not feel comfortable singing, to leave at that
point. We will continue this pattern in the coming weeks to see how it goes.

Thank you for your patience and understanding as we take these next steps into the
future, trusting God to guide and protect us.

Celebration of Jaqui’s Life





Stagecoach will be making changes to fares in Earls Barton and Ecton we wanted to keep you
updated with what’s happening.

You’re probably now in the process of taking a big breath and preparing yourself to ask, “how
much are fares going up by”?
But it’s good news! People will be paying up to 45% less for travel from Earls Barton and Ecton
to Northampton.  We want a simple and easy to use bus network for people. Therefore, from
the 1st August we’re extending the Northampton MegaRider to cover what is currently the
Northampton MegaRider Plus (which will be withdrawn from the same date).

This means people can travel from Earls Barton/Ecton to Northampton and as far as
Brixworth, Roade, Blisworth, Bugbrooke & East Haddon for just £4.20 a day (currently it’s
£7.20 a day).  A 7-day ticket will also fall from £24 to £15.
This is a huge bonus for those currently travelling on our services who will see massive savings.
For this price reduction to be a success we need people to be aware that bus travel is getting
cheaper from the 1st August. We are hoping that you can help with that. As a councillor you’ll
have your finger on the pulse of the community and will hopefully have the ability to let
people in your communities know of this change; whether that’s through local Facebook
groups or newsletters.
