Rector’s Letter
October 2021

Due to the pandemic Chelsea Flower Show, for the first time in its history,
has been held in September this year rather than in May. This has meant the
plants on show have been quite different from those of previous years, which
in many ways has given a fresh look to the event. Chelsea has been held in
the Royal Hospital grounds since 1913 however since 1862 there had been
an annual event in London called The Great Spring Show. After 1913 it soon
became known as Chelsea Flower Show, or simply Chelsea and is the
showcase event for plants people and garden designers.

The pandemic has caused many events to be cancelled, postponed or re
imagined and while this has created a lot of disappointment, sadness and
expense it has also meant we have had an opportunity to re evaluate many of
the things we do.

As you will know, in our churches we are trialling a new pattern of worship
and this pattern will continue throughout October. Had the pandemic not
happened I wonder if we would have explored this new way of worship?
Please let me or a member of the PCC (Parochial Church Council) know
your thoughts about the times and content of our services. We have a Joint
PCC Meeting in October and it would be good to have as many opinions as
possible as we discuss the way forward.
