Rector’s Letter
February 2022

When | became Rector of Great Doddington, Wilby and
Ecton nearly 6 years ago | was surprised to see a prison
situated in Wellingborough, just outside of Great Doddington.
Having been closed for many years the site has recently been a hive of
activity and the brand-new building HMP Five Wells will open on 4t
February 2022.

Five Wells will be a Category C prison holding up to 1680 adult men, who
will be known as residents. Operated by G4S there will 700 staff.

It will be a resettlement prison, meaning that the residents will be nearing
the end of their sentence with the emphasis being on rehabilitation to
reduce reoffending on release.

There is a Faith Centre in the prison led by the lead Chaplain Rev Linford
Davis who will work alongside 5 full time chaplains and volunteers. All faiths
will be catered for.

Local churches have been asked to pray for the prison and there is a short
prayer at the end you may like to use. Also if you would be interested in vol-
unteering at the prison do let me know and | can give you some more infor-
mation. Volunteers will be vetted, have appropriate skills and will receive
training.
