Rector’s Letter
March 2022

Everywhere you look now spring is in the air and beautiful
bright yellow daffodils are bursting into flower. Throughout the
winter the bulbs have laid in the cold, dark earth waiting for the right time to
appear and then slowly they have emerged. As the days have grown longer
and warmer their heads have appeared and are now opening to greet the
world. However, none of this would have been possible if the bulbs had not
gone through the period of darkness and waiting beforehand.

Springtime not only heralds in the lighter nights and warmer days but is also
the season when we celebrate Easter, this year on 17th April. A celebration
which, like the daffodils, is preceded by a time of darkness and waiting, the
season of Lent.

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, which this year is on 2nd March. There will
be a service in Wilby church at 7.30pm that day where we will be reminded
of our own mortality and our need of repentance, saying sorry for the things
we have done wrong and asking for God’s forgiveness.

And so begins the season of Lent, a period of 40 days (46 if you include
Sundays) which also reminds us of the time Jesus spent in the wilderness
before his ministry began. Some people find it helpful to give something up
for Lent, for example chocolate, as the season is one of fasting. Others take
something up, committing maybe to spending more time in prayer or read-
ing the Bible. There are many good Lent books available as well please
contact me if you would like me to suggest something for you.

Just as a daffodil bulb needs time to grow, unseen underground, so we can
use Lent to help us grow closer to God, and so be ready to meet the risen
Lord on Easter Day.

Habitat for Ground Nesting Bees
How about giving these bees a helping hand.

Container – large plant pot, box or wooden frame.
Fill – 2 portions of sand, 1 portion of gravel and ½ portion of top soil.
Mix well and spray with warm water using an old CLEAN spray bottle. Press
down well and repeat this for a few days.
Holes – use a pencil to make holes 8-13mm diameter as deep as will go and
2cm between holes.
Site – Place at ground level south facing if possible and slightly tilted so
rainwater runs off. Positioning near flowers (especially daisies) is ideal too.
Instructions and video clip can be found on website for Peoples Trust for
Endangered Species – How to make a habitat for ground nesting bees.
