Rector’s Letter
June 2022

The month of June is often referred to as flaming June, a
reference to the hot sunny days we will hopefully enjoy in the
coming weeks. It is also, this year, the month in which the Church
celebrates the feast of Pentecost. Pentecost is a moveable feast, as it is
celebrated fifty days after Easter and this year falls on Sunday 5th June,
coinciding with the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee celebrations.

Pentecost is seen as the birthday of the Church, as with the coming of the
Holy Spirit the disciples were enabled to spread the Good News of the risen
Christ and Christianity began.

The event, recorded in the Bible in the Book of Acts chapter 2, tells of a
rushing wind filling the room and of tongues of fire coming down on the
disciples, but not burning them.
