Please do think about the many families who are struggling at the moment
and buy a couple of extra items each week to drop in the box.

Rector’s Letter
July 2022

One of the things the pandemic has taught us is the value of slowing down
and taking time to enjoy all that is around us. As things pick up pace and
events, meetings and holidays fill our calendars and diaries once more, we
would do well to pause occasionally and take time to simply look around us.
To stop for a while and enjoy all God has created, taking time out to watch
the birds and to soak up some of nature’s beauty, whether at home or away.

We can all enjoy the beauty of the world, let us also share what we have
been given to make a difference to those in need.
