I have just harvested our onion crop for this year and they %%,,]realg:#‘“

are now laid happily in the sunshine, drying off in preparation

for winter storage. The smell of onions being pulled from the ground reminds
me of my childhood, when the crop was grown locally in the fields in
Bedfordshire.

The distinctive aroma could be smelt long after the tractor had passed by and
the last thing you wanted to be was stuck behind the trailer in traffic!
Whether it is onions, wheat or barley being transported along our roads, they
are all signs that the harvest is being brought in and another year of growing
has hopefully been fruitful. This year, with the war in the Ukraine and the cost-
of-living crisis, we are more aware than ever of how precious our food is and
the work that goes into providing it for us. From farm to plate numerous
people are involved.

Traditionally churches hold a Harvest Festival service around September and
October, to thank God for all he provides for us and to remember and thank the
people who work so hard to bring us the food we need.

REMEMBER, in an emergency always report the suspected Sudden Cardlac Arrest
immediately to the Ambulance Service... 3 ;

Call 999 and follow their instructions.

If you believe a person has suffered a sudden cardiac
arrest (SCA) and is unresponsive and not breathing,
immediately ring either 999 or 112 and ask for the
ambulance service. They will advise you on what action
to take and either inform you where your nearest
defibrillator is located or ask if you have a defibrillator.
The operator will remain on the line and ask you a
series of questions which should only take you a few
moments and advise you on what steps to take to
assist in emergency.
