In the Wellingborough area and surrounding villages, including Ecton,
garden waste collections stopped in November.

Free collections start again in March, for us in Ecton, this will be with the
Green Bin collections on Fridays 17" and 31t March.

From April 2023, the charged service starts, so you will need to sign up for
paid collections. You can sign up now ready for this.

You will need to pay an annual subscription of £40 by debit or credit card.
You can sign up, ready for collections starting in the first two weeks of
April.

You will receive registration and renewal date stickers for your bin (in
February if subscribing in advance). If you need a garden bin, this will be
delivered by March.

Your subscription will last 12 months from the point of purchase. If you
sign up early ready for the change, it will run from April to April.

To apply, either Contact North Northamptonshire Council on
0300 126 3000, to request an application form and payment
details for Garden Waste Collection.
