At the end of March we will be celebrating Easter. You will have received
an Easter card from the church with your Ecton View this month and my
thanks go to all those who have delivered the cards for us.

There are several special services during Holy Week, all of which are
detailed in the Easter Card, please do feel free to join us, or contact me for
further information. Also, do join us on Easter Day Sunday 315 March 11am
when there will be a service of Holy Communion with traditional Easter
hymns in Ecton church.

Many Easter hymns have been written for the season with one of the best
loved being There is a green hill far away. The hymn was written by Mrs
Cecil Frances Alexander, who also wrote A/l things bright and beautiful.
Born in Northern Ireland in 1818 the hymn was composed while she sat by
the bedside of a sick child and was inspired by a little hill outside the walls
of Derry, where Mrs Alexander lived. In her mind it was on a hill like that
that Jesus was crucified. She said her hymn was written to help children to
understand the statements in the creed which state that Jesus "Suffered under
Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead and buried".

Whatever age we are making sense of Easter is not always easy, but the third
verse of the hymn can help us:

He died that we might be forgiven,

He died to make us good,

That we might go at last to heaven,

Saved by his precious blood.

Ecton Parish Council

Hi everyone!!

It has been a while since | last wrote an article for the newsletter, as generally life in
Ecton and the work of the Parish Council tends to be nice and steady, which | do
prefer!l.

However some of the more observant of you may have notice that some of the street
lights have now been upgraded to energy efficient & greener LED versions. So far,
about half of these have already been replaced and the remainder, including the
historic “lantern” type ones in the village are due to be replaced imminently. | must
thank everyone for accepting the precept increase, which allowed us to purchase the
new lights outright, and | can report that our monthly electricity costs have now
dropped by a substantial amount to just by £80/month, with hopefully, more savings to
come.

The new lights are guaranteed for 10 years, so our maintenance costs have also gone,
saving us approximately about £4-5k per year on repairs, which we were incurring just
to stand still!!

We have also renegotiated with the electricity supplier the fact that they hadn’t
adjusted previous bills based on new technology and received a nice £2k windfall,
which we put into the LED project.

I must also thank my fellow councillors and our parish clerk, for their time and
patience, in order to get this project over the line and then actioned.

Traffic wise, we have been told by NNC that engineers have looked at the A4500 and
proposals have been agreed to make the road safer, however that’s going to be
dependent on NNC having any money!!, Regardless if it happens or not, the parish
council will keep on pushing to get the road down to a 30mph limit!!.

Fly tipping is something we all agree, needs to be sorted, and will be discussed again at
our next meeting in March, there are a few ideas, | have heard of, so watch this space!!

Finally, if anyone would like to join the parish council there are 2 vacancies available,
open to anyone in the village.

| can’t think of anything else at the moment, so hopefully you all enjoy the Spring
weather!!
